
Abstract 

The bachelor thesis deals with the everyday life and persecution of Czech non-heterosexual 

women in the first half of the 20th century. It therefore examines the status and overall situation 

of homosexual minorities in the society, primarily in the years  

1918-1945, ie during the Czech First Republic and the Protectorate of Bohemia and Moravia, 

with a focus on women. The thesis doesn’t cover the period before the establishment of the 

Czechoslovak Republic, due to limited sources and the absence of research. Apart from the 

historical context and the description of the perception of lesbian love at that time, the thesis 

will present selected queer publications, associations, favorite meeting places or restaurants 

and important female figures of this community in the given period. The second part of the 

thesis will then be carried out as a case study of criminal records concerning women accused 

of the crime of "fornication against nature", which can help us gain insight into the mentality 

and everyday life of lesbian women of the first half of the 20th century.
