ABSTRAKT

Tato disertacni prace se zabyvala vyzkumem nabozenského vzd€lavani a socidlnich zmén
v ktestanské komunikaci na piikladu nadnérodnich a mnoho-nabozenskych zemi,
a to konkrétné¢ v Kazachstanu. Prace vyuzila zékladni principy a metody k predstaveni
historického a kulturniho stavu soucasného Kazachstanu a jeho nabozenské sféry zivota.

Aktuélnost problematiky je spojena piedevsim s historickymi a spoleCenskymi zménami,
které nastaly po rozpadu Sovétského svazu, kdy Republika Kazachstdn dosdhla nezavislosti
a prevzala roli demokratického a sekuldrniho statu. V této souvislosti je tieba tfeba zminit, ze
je dulezit¢ u téchto zmén vénovat pozornost roli kiestanského nabozenstvi. Kazdy stat
celi problémim, které vyzaduji aktivni i¢ast na jejich feSeni. V Kazachstanu je dilezitou
otazkou regulace ndbozenskych organizaci. Jednim z klicovych bodl je vyznam
nabozenské vychovy pfi vytvafeni novych spolecenskych vztahli a udrzovani nabozZenskych
vztahti a demokratickych hodnot. Objevuji se nové formy kiest'anské komunikace, které se
prizptisobuji moderni spolec¢nosti. Je vSak tfeba vzit v vahu, Ze 1 v ndbozenské sféte se objevuji
problémy spojené s odmitdnim nékterych nabozenskych presvédéeni nékterymi skupinami
spole¢nosti, jakoz i1 problémy, které se tykaji extremismu a radikalizace v nabozenské oblasti.
V této souvislosti stat ¢eli potfebé vyvazeného piistupu, ktery by zohlednoval prava a svobody
nabozenského vyznani, a soucasné by zarucil bezpecnost a stabilitu ve spolecnosti.

Obratime-li se k pokusu o formulaci pravdépodobnych scénartt budoucnosti Kazachstanu
v politickém, kulturnim a konfesijnim ohledu, dochazime k zavéru, ze neni dostatek tidaja pro
vytvofeni dostatecné piesné prognozy. Dosud nebyl proveden zadny seridozni zakladni
a podrobny vyzkum, ktery by zohlednil vSechny vzajemné vztahy mezi dé&jinami, kulturou,
politikou a naboZenstvim etnickych skupin Zijicich v Kazachstanu. Tim se otevird obrovské
pole pro praci v interdisciplindrnim vyzkumu, ktery studuje jeden objekt (v tomto piipadé
moderni Kazachstan) z riznych predmétovych a metodologickych pozic.

Vysledkem takové prace by mohlo byt vytvofeni podrobné konceptualni mapy, kterd by
odrazela specificnost etnickych svétondzort, jejich historickych promén a rysi, které se
projevily v jejich fungovani s jejich vniméanim jinymi skupinami. Protoze vSak tyto studie dosud
nebyly provedeny, zlstava tato otdzka oteviena. Multikulturalismus v sou¢asném Kazachstanu
se nachazi ve fazi experimentalni praxe a jeho vysledky jsou nejisté a nejednoznac¢né. Nicméné,
jak bylo vyjadieno vySe, neexistuje Zadna jina smysluplna alternativa. NaboZenska vychova se
tedy v souasném Kazachstanu nevyhnutelné realizuje v kontextu multikulturniho pluralismu.



ABSTRACT

This doctoral dissertation conducted research on religious education and social change in
Christian communication using the example of transnational and multi-faith countries, in
particular Kazakhstan. The work used basic principles and methods to present the historical
and cultural state of contemporary Kazakhstan and its religious sphere of life.
The relevance of the problem is connected primarily with the historical and social changes
that occurred after the collapse of the Soviet Union, when the Republic of Kazakhstan
achieved independence and assumed the role of a democratic and secular state. In this context,
it is important to pay attention to the role of Christian religion in these changes. Every state
faces problems that require active participation in solving them. In Kazakhstan, an important
issue is the regulation of religious organisations. One of the key points is the importance of
religious education in the formation of new social relations and the maintenance of
democratic values. New forms of Christian communication are emerging and are being
adapted to modern society.

However, it should be taken into account that in the religious sphere there are also problems
related to the rejection by some groups of society of certain religious beliefs, as well as
problems of extremism and radicalisation in the religious field. In this context, the state faces
the need for a balanced approach that takes into account the rights and freedoms of religious
communities while guaranteeing security and stability in society.

Turning to the attempt to formulate plausible scenarios for the future of Kazakhstan in
political, cultural and confessional terms, we conclude that there is insufficient data to create
sufficiently accurate forecasts. No serious fundamental and detailed research has yet been
carried out that would take into account all of the interrelations among history, culture,
politics and religions of the ethnic groups living in Kazakhstan.

This opens up a huge field for work in interdisciplinary research, which studies one object (in
this case modern Kazakhstan) from different subject and methodological positions.
The result of such work could be the creation of a detailed conceptual map, which would
reflect the specificity of ethnic worldviews, their historical transformation and the features of
their perception by other groups. However, since these studies have not yet been carried out,
the question remains open. Multiculturalism in contemporary Kazakhstan is at the stage of

experimental practice, and its results are uncertain and ambiguous. Nevertheless, as
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mentioned above, there is no other meaningful alternative. Consequently, religious education

in contemporary Kazakhstan is inevitably realised in the context of multicultural pluralism.
