Political system in Great Britain underwent a significant
change in the 1990s. Labour Party was the one responsible
for the changes which it both initiated and pushed through.
Devolution brought remarkable amount of decentralisation,
which is likely to spread further in the following years.
The Scottish nationalists, above all, will not give up they
aim of independent Scotland in the future. British
Parliament Upper Chamber reform, mainly the one taking
place in 1999, was very intense. Some, even more intense,
proposals were rejected. Judiciary reform that took place
will do no harm to the House of Lords. It is improbable
that the House of Lords will prevent further changes over
next ten years. Just like it failed in the past 100 years

in fact.
