
Abstract  

The diploma thesis deals with the topic of “Mercy from the point of view of the New Testament”. By 

the method of analysis of each relevant pericope – from the canonical Gospels and the letters of the 

Apostles Paul and James – and by pointing out the importance of the theme in the teaching of the 

last three Popes, the aim of this thesis is to highlight the importance and urgency of mercy in the 

context of present complex and turbulent times.
