Odehrala se v prostorech, kde pro vés pripravujeme Slovo a smysl. Nové ¢islo Casopisu
vznikalo v jejim stinu. Vzddvame zde ¢est pamatce obéti. Nageho milého kolegu Jana
Dlaska, patficiho téZ k okruhu autort naseho ¢asopisu, pripominé v nekrologu Viola
Parente-Capkova, které také vybrala a z finstiny prelozila Janovu studii vénovanou
dramatu Lea Aleksise Kiviho.

A zde je struéné piedstaveni obsahu &fsla. V rubrice Studie a skici se Pavel Siddk
zameéril — po své genologické studii o Jungmannové Slovesnosti publikované ve ¢ty-
Ficatém ¢isle Slova a smyslu v roce 2022 — na druhé vydan{ tohoto dila z roku 1845
a poukazuje na nékteré jeho prekvapivé zdroje a souvislosti. Nasledujici ¢lanek Mi-
chaely Kubealakové pojednava o adaptacich Robinsona v 19. stoleti na Slovensku, se
zvla$tnim dirazem na robinzonady lidové. O Holeckovych Nasich, a zejména o po-
stavé Kojana, pojednal Michal Charypar; zabyva se zdkladnimi liniemi interpretace
Holec¢kova opusu, vykladem Kojana a v této souvislosti i pozici dila z hlediska dobo-
vych literdrnich trendd a -ismi. Podrobnou a obsdhlou recepéni studii pfedstavuje
i text Petra Mélka, soustredici se na kriticky a literdrnéhistoricky obraz dila Vladi-
slava Vancury, resp. na promény konstruovan{ jeho osobnosti jakozto naplnéni fou-
caultovského ,jména autora“ a ,,autorské funkce®. Sarka Lojdova si pak ve své studii
klade otazku po vztahu vyznamného amerického filozofa a estetika Arthura C. Danta
k literatute; vzhledem k tomu, Ze Danto byl pfedevsim vytvarny kritik, neni tento
vztah nijak samozfejmy a oéividny.

Prvni z Retrospektiv obsahuje bibliografii divadelni publicistiky Jana Rez4&e z let
1928-1934, kterou sestavila a rejstfikem opattila Lucie Postlova. Druhd retrospektiva
poté prinasi pohled Martina Machovce na genezi Medorka Jana Placéka a jeho textové
varianty.

V Kritickych rozhledech tentokrat Marie Skarpové recenzuje publikaci Czech
Broadside Ballads as Text, Art, Song in Popular Culture, ca. 1600-1900 editovanou Pat-
ricif Fumerton, Pavlem Koskem a Marii Hanzelkovou, Michal Topor posuzuje knihu
Veroniky Faktorové a Michala Hotejsiho Karel Klostermann a zrod Sumavy, Ji¥i Holy
pise o dvou vancurovskych titulech, Vladislav Vanéura a nacismus, to jsou hluboké
protiklady od Petra Koury a Ctenf o Vladislavu Vancéurovi. Kritické rozepre (1923-1969)
editovaném Petrem Malkem, Kldra Cermochova pojednala o knize Pavla Novotného
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drea Krélikova o nové publikaci Viclava Jindracka Jak se uci poezie. Vyzkum literdrni
o vychovy v Ceské skole.

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Editorial

In December 2023 a tragic event affected the Faculty of Arts of Charles University,
taking place on the premises of the very offices where we prepare Slovo a smysl for
you. The new issue of the journal was made in its shadow. We pay tribute here to the
memory of all the victims. Our dear colleague Jan Dlask, who belonged to the circle
of authors of our journal, is remembered in the obituary by Viola Parente-Capkov4,
who also selected and translated Jan’s article on Aleksis Kivi’s play Lea from the origi-
nal Finnish.

What follows here is a brief introduction to the contents of the issue. In the Stud-
ies and Sketches section, Pavel Sidak focuses — following his 2022 study of Jung-
mann’s Slovesnost through the lens of genre theory, published in issue 40 of Slovo
a smysl — on the second edition of this work (1845), and points out some of its sur-
prising sources and connections. The next article by Michaela Kubealakova discusses
nineteenth-century adaptations of Robinson Crusoe in Slovakia, with particular em-
phasis on folk Robinsonades. Michal Charypar discusses Hole¢ek’s Nasi, looking spe-
cifically at the character of Kojan, and dealing with the basic approaches to inter-
preting Holedek’s opus and its protagonist, as well as considering its position in this
context with regard to contemporary literary trends and -isms. Petr Malek follows
with a detailed and comprehensive study that focuses on the critical reception and
image of Vladislav Vanéura’s work in literary history, or rather on the transforma-
tions of the construction of his authorial image as an instance of the Foucauldian
‘name of the author’ and ‘author function’. Finally, in her study, Sarka Lojdové con-
siders the relationship of the eminent American philosopher and aesthetician Arthur
C. Danto to literature. Given that Danto was primarily an art critic, this relationship
is far from obvious.

The first of the Retrospectives contains a bibliography of Jan Rez4¢’s theatre jour-
nalism from the period 1928-1934, compiled by Lucie Postlova. The second retrospec-
tive presents Martin Machovec’s view on the genesis of Jan Placak’s Medorek and its
textual variants.

In this issue’s Critical Views section, Marie Skarpova reviews the publication
Czech Broadside Ballads as Text, Art, Song in Popular Culture, ca.1600-1900 edited by Pa-
tricia Fumerton, Pavel Kosek, and Marie Hanzelkova, Michal Topor takes a look at
the book by Veronika Faktorova and Michal Hot'ejsi Karel Klostermann and the Birth
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of Sumava, Jiti Holy writes about two books on Vanéura — Vladislav Vanéura and Na-
zism: These Are Deep Contradictions by Petr Koura, and Reading about Vladislav Vancura:
Critical Debates (1923-1969) edited by Petr Malek —, Klara Cermochov4 discusses Pavel
Novotny’s Czech Phonic Poetry: Auditive Creation as Part of the Literary Experiment of the
1960s, and Andrea Kralfkova reviews the new publication by Vaclav Jindra¢ek How to
Teach Poetry: Research on Literary Education in the Czech Schools.

The issue closes with the aforementioned Translation section dedicated to the
memory of Jan Dlask.
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
