Resumé

Venkovské statky. dvory a rezidence prazského biskupstvi

za TobiaSe z Bechyné

Biskupstvi prazské vlastnilo jiz od samotnych
pocatkli pozemkovy majetek, ktery postupem doby nabyval
na rozsahu a na konci 13. stoleti méli 1 diky tomuto
vlastnictvi biskupové prazsti postaveni rovnajici se
nejprednéjSim Slechticim zemé, s vlastnim dvorem a
reprezentativnimi sidly.

Biskupské zbozi bylo nepravidelné rozseto po uzemi
celé diecéze; vynosy z hospodaieni byly pak soustied’ovany
do jednotlivych hospodéiskych dvorcti. Kazd4 oblast méla
rovnéz své vyssi spravni centrum. Koncem 13. stoleti, za
Cast biskupa Tobidse z Bechyné, mizeme patrné mezi tato
sttediska poé¢itat Zeréice a Béchary v oblasti Pojizeii; na
sever od Prahy Roudnici, Slavétin a  Blizevedly, v
zépadnich Cechach Rokycany a HorSovsky Tyn, v jiznich
Cechach Tyn nad Vltavou, Chynov a pozdeji na kratkou
dobu ziskany Sepekov a Skalice. Ve stiednich Cechach
Cesky Brod a Trhovy Stépanov a v rozsahlém tzemi
Ceskomoravské vysoliny pak stiediska Cervena Retice,
Pelhfimov a Vyskytnd. Na Moravé vlastnilo prazské
biskupstvi majetek s centrem v Kojeting.

Vyjmenovanad mista byla stfedisky hospodaiské i
cirkevni spravy, staval zde kostel, dfevény ¢i kamenny
dvorec nebo tvrz a v nckolika ptipadech 1 kamenny hrad,
konaval se tu trh. Casto tudy prochazela frekventovana
cesta, zmiflovany byvaji hospody a mlyny. Nékteré lokality
mély jiz kolem poloviny 13. stoleti statut mésta.

V dob¢ plsobeni biskupa Tobidse z Bechyné

prochdzely zemé Koruny ceské té¢zkym obdobim domaécich



valek a cirkevni majetek byval zacasté zplundrovéan
najezdniky. Tak se pohromy nevyhnuly ani biskupskému
majetku, ac¢ se jej biskup Tobids snazil vSemoZzné ochranit, a
tak muselo dojit po skonceni vélek k diikladné obnové.
TobiaSova formuléafrova sbirka a zlomek biskupského urbare
svéd¢i o usili, které bylo na tento cil vynalozeno. Pozd&jsi
kronikafi a déjepisci ndm predstavuji biskupa Tobiase jako
stavitele chramu a zakladatele mést, avSak ze zmifiovanych
pisemnych prament a ani na zdkladé uméleckohistorického
rozboru jednotlivych objekti nelze toto jednoznacné

potvrdit.



Résumé

Land Property, Courts and Residences of Prague Bishopric

in the Time of Thobias of Bechyné

The institution of Prague Bishopric has owned quite
large land property since the beginnig; it growned during
the time, and by the end of 13th century Prague bishops,
with their own courts and showy mansions, belonged to
the greatest landlords.

The land property was scattered all over the whole
diocese. Economic yields from several farms were
concentreted in central points of each territory. This central
points were also administration, ecclesiastic and cultural
centres; some of them had as early as in the middle of the
13th century the status ot the city. In general, wooden or
stone stronghold, in some cases a castle, and a church were
present; the market privilege was as well essential.
Important roads often crossed these places; mills and inns
are mentioned.

At the end of the 13th century, during the episcopate
of Thobias of Bechyné, Bohemia suffered from great
distress caused by the civil war. The property of the Church
was particulary subjected to destructive invaders, and even
the bishopric’s property was considerably damaged, despite
all protective efforts of bishop Thobias. Thus when the
peace had been again restored, thorough repair was
necessary. Thobias’s forms book and a fragment of a land
census record illustrate that it was performed with a great
energy.

Chroniclers and historians desribe Thobias of
Bechyné as a city fundator and a builder of a range of

churches; however, it can be more certainly confirmed



neither from the forenamed sources nor from art history

methods of a formal analyse of the buildings.
