TVestibular schwannoma is a benign tumor that arises from the Schwann cells

of the vestibular nerve. Unilateral hearing loss, tinnitus, facial and trigeminal
dysfunction and vertigo are the most common symptoms. Surgical removal of the tumor
is one of the treatment modalities of this disease. Surgical excision usually involves

the complete vestibular nerve resection and there is also a risk of cochlear and facial
nerve lesion. This thesis deals with changes in quality of life in patients after vestibular
schwannoma sugery, which are associated with balance deficits, tinnitus and facial
palsy.
