(se zvlastnim zretelem kjejim tistenym  pisemnostem) se zabyvam odrazem
cirkevnépolitickych (in publico-ecclesiasticis) a nabozenskych reforem cisafe Josefa 1I. v
tisténych pisemnostech prazské arcibiskupské konsistoie v obdobi let 1780-1790, uloZenych
Vv Narodnim archivu v Praze ve fondu s nazvem Archiv prazského arcibiskupstvi, jakoZ i
dopadem téchto reforem na vlastni chod arcidiecéze, konsistofe a jeji kancelare.

Jako protiklad k t¢émto pisemnostem jsem zvolila stru¢ny rozbor papezskych listin Pia
VI. (1775-1799), adresovanych prazskému arcibiskupovi Antoninu Petru hrabé&ti
Ptichovskému (1764-1793) a vyhotovenych ve formé bul nebo breve.

Zakladni ptilohou mé disertace je Regestdr vsech tistenych konsistornich a vybranych
ostatnich pisemnosti v nabozZenskych a cirkevnépolitickych zaleZitostech, vydanych za viady

Josefa Il. (1512 zaznamt).

ABSTRACT

In my thesis under the title of Prague’s Archiepiscopal Consistory in 1780-1790 (with
a Special View to Its Printed Papers) I deal with a reflection of the ecclesiastically-political
(in publico-ecclesiasticis) and religious reforms of the Emperor Joseph 11 in the printed papers
of the Prague’s archiepiscopal consistory in 1780-1790 that are filed in the National archives
in Prague in the fond under the title of Archives of the Prague’s Archbishopric as well as with
their impact on work of archdioecese, consistory and its office.

In contrast with those printed papers | have choosed a brief analysis of the Pope Pius’
VI (1775-1799) letters to the Prague’s Archbishop Antonin Petr Count Ptichovsky (1764-
1793) that have been drawn up in the form of bull or breve.

The list of abstracts of all by the Prague’s consistory printed papers as well as of the
other representative papers concerning religious and ecclesiastically-political matter of the
Joseph’s Il reign is a key supplement of my theses (1512 entries).
