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Anotace

Tato rigordzni prace se zabyva ritualni ocistou zida v mikve. Mikve je zidovska ritualni
lazen, ktera musi spliovat urcita naboZzenska natizeni, aby mohla byt vnimana jako ritualné
zpusobild. Veskera nafizeni a zakony tykajici se provozu, konstrukce a vody, kterd smi byt
pouzita v 1azni, jsou popsany v Misne v traktatu Mikva ot. Zakladem pro ritualni zptisobilost
mikve je voda, kterda musi mit odtok i piitok. Mikve slouzi k obnové ritualni Cistoty osobé,
ktera se stala ritualné necistou. Tento ritudl pochazi z dob darovani Desatera pfikdzani na
Sinaji. Pravdépodobné prvni, ktefi tento ritudl praktikovali, byli knézi. Ti se znecistili pfi
kontaktu s mrtvym télem, mr§inou zvifete ¢i hada nebo pfi poluci. V obdobi prvniho Chramu
se z riznych ,,necistot ,,o¢iSt'oval cely Zidovsky narod vcetné déti. Poté, co byl Chram znicen,
se zakony o Cistoté a necCistoté zménily. Dnes mikve navstévuji Zeny poprvé pred svatbou,
poté po kazdé menstruaci a po porodu. Muzi nejsou od zni¢eni Chramu povinni o¢istny ritual
praktikovat, ale piesto se i dnes ortodoxni Zidé a chasidé ogistuji pred tzv. Vysokymi
zidovskymi svatky (Ros ha-Sana a Jom Kipur) a néktefi i po pohlavnim styku. Vyjimku tvofi
pisafi svitkli T6éry a mezuz, ktefi jsou povinni odistit se vV mikve vzdy pted tim, nez za¢nou
pracovat na svatém textu. Ponofeni do mikve je také povinnosti konvertiti k judaismu,
dokonce se tento akt stava zaveéreCnou casti prestupného ceremonialu. Pfed ponofenim do
mikve je nutné provést fyzickou pfipravu, ktera spociva v dikladném ocisténi téla.

Pohled na to — co je ,,Cisté* nebo ,,necisté” je vSak v tomto piipadé pouze spiritualni.
Tento ritual zidé praktikuji necelé 3 tisicileti a to ve velmi podobné skladbé. Prace popisuje
vyvoj ritualu napfi¢ svétem. Kapitola Mikve v diaspote odhaluje prvni nalezy mikve v Izreali,
italska a némecké diaspora® uvadi piiklady mikve i z obdobi antiky a stiedovéku. Stredoveké
mikve askenazskych zidi mély svou specifickou formu, a pravé jim prace vénuje zvlastni
pozornost. Ctenafi je predstaveno také prostfedi moderni mikve soucasnosti.

Soucasti prace je vlastni terénni vyzkum vybranych lokalit, rozhovory s ortodoxnimi

Zidy, ktefi tento ritual praktikuji a zdznamy o dochovanych i nedochovanych ritualnich lazni

na historickém tizemi Cech a Moravy. Tyto zdznamy jsou uvedeny v tabulkach piislugnych
kapitol. Abychom 1épe porozuméli vyskytu ritualnich lazni na historickém tzemi Cech a

Moravy, je zde v neposledni fadé popsan historicky vyvoj mistniho zidovského osidleni.

Résumé

This rigorous work is devoted to the ritual purification of the Hebrew in mikva. Mikva
is a Hebrew ritual bath which must fulfill certain religious regulations to be understood as
properly religious. All the regulations and order regarding the functioning, construction and
water, which is allowed to be used, are stated in Misna in the tractate Mikwa ‘ot. The basis for
the ritual adequacy of mikva is water which should have inflow and outflow. Mikva serves to
renew ritual cleanliness of a person who became ritually unclean. This ritual dates back to the
times when Desater made a commandment to Sinaji. The first people who practiced the ritual
were supposedly priests. Those were unpurified after the contact with a dead body, carrion of
an animal or a snake; after emission of semen or spermatorrhoea. During the times of the first
Church the whole population including children cleaned themselves from different impurities.
After the deconstruction of the Church the law regulating cleanliness and impurities changed.
Today mikva is visited by women firstly before wedding, then after each menstruation period
and after giving birth. Men are no longer obliged to practice the ritual after the deconstruction
of the Church however even today orhodox Hebrew and chasids clean themselves before
important Hebrew holidays (Ro$ hasana and Jom Kipur) and some after a sexual intercourse.
An exception is made for writers of the Tory bundle and mezuz, who are obliged to clean
themselves in mikva before working at the sacred text. Taking mikva is also an obligation for
converts to Hebraism, this event being actually a closing part of the ceremony. Before taking
mikva it is necessary to conduct a physical preparation which means to properly clean the
body.

The attitude towards what is ,,clean” and what is ,,unclean is in this case only
spiritual. This ritual is being practiced by the Jews in a very similar way for three thousand
years. This thesis describes the development of the ritual across the world. The chapter
“mikva in Diaspora” reveals to the reader first discovered mikvas in Israel and in Diaspora in
Italy or Germany which also has some examples of mikva from ancient Rome and the Middle
Ages. The Askhenazi Jews had their specific form if mikva in Middle Ages and it’s described
separately. Finally is to the reader presented the current mikva of the modern era.

Another part of the work is a field research in selected areas. This includes interviews
with orthodox Jews which are practicing this ritual and also records about extant or historical



mikvas in the historical area of Czech Lands and Moravia. These records are shown in tables
accordingly to the relevant chapters. Also for better understanding of mikva s spacing within
the historical area of Czech Lands and Moravia there is also described the history of local

Jewish population.
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
