Abstract:

One of the problems in eyewitness recognition déraders is their different ethnicity from
the persons identifying them. This has been thgestibf several scientific papers worldwide.
Although the number of other ethnic groups in theze€h Republic grows,
research into this area remains insufficient. Tlueeg the present thesis focuses on ethnicity
of offenders in the recognition process. Using wideotage of an assault with Czech
and Vietnamese offenders and subsequent mugshalt fracognition, the present thesis seeks
to highlight the problem of a higher number of éalslentifications with persons having
different ethnicity. Based on previous internatiomasearch, the offenders’ ethnicity
is expected to have a negative impact on the wbibt correctly identify perpetrators
in the Czech Republic alike. The research showdugher rate of false identifications
of offenders with foreign nationality, but at themse time, nevertheless, found no relationship

between correct identification of perpetrators vathr and with foreign ethnicity.
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
