
ABSTRACT 

The doctoral thesis is thematically focused on a particular area of the environmental law, 

nature conservation. The first chapter presents selected significant international conventions 

and EU regulations, e.g. the Birds Directive and the Habitats Directive. The other parts deal 

with a comparison of the constitutional framework of environmental protection and nature 

conservation including the introduction of the general principles of the nature conservation in 

Federal Act on the Conservation of Nature and Landscape. Other chapters are focused on a 

comparison of general and specific nature conservation. The thesis contains selected decisions 

of the Court of Justice of the European Union against Germany. In the conclusion, the 

answers to questions are given, the introduced legislation is compared and substantial 

differences in both legal systems are discussed.
