Abstrakt diplomové prace
Diplomova prace s nazvem ,,Ceskd imigrace do Chile po roce 1948: T¥i pripadové studie*
se zabyva emigraci ob¢ant tehdejiiho Ceskoslovenska do Latinské Ameriky, konkrétné pak pravé
do Chile, které vedle dalSich zemi tohoto regionu, jako byla Argentina nebo Brazilie, pfijalo
pomérn¢ znaéné mnozstvi tehdejSich emigrantli z povalecné Evropy. Hlavni diraz je kladen na
emigraci do této latinskoamerické zemé po roce 1948, tedy po tzv. komunistickém pfevratu v
Ceskoslovensku, ktery v unoru zminéného roku v podstaté zavriil rozdéleni Evropy na
Kapitalisticky* zapad vedeny Spojenymi staty americkymi a komunisticky vychod pattici do sféry
Sovétského svazu. Pravé kvili politickym zménam, kterymi nékteré sttedo a vychodoevropskeé
zemé prochdzeli, se nezanedbatelné mnoZstvi obCanl tehdejSich stati rozhodlo z tohoto regionu
odejit do zamofti. Piipadové studie tii Ceskych rodin (rodiny Platovskych, Sklenaiti a Reichmanntl),
které pochazely z pomérné odlisného socio-ekonomického i nabozenského prosttedi, dokazuji, ze
at’ uz byl piivod Ceskych imigranti v Chile jakykoli, diky vlastni pili a pracovitosti dosdhla vétSina
Cechti v Chile znatelného ekonomického uspéchu. Prace se téz kratce vénuje fenoménu eskych
imigranttl v Chile v obecné roving, nebot’ jakkoli je u nas tato problematiku malo znama, Cesi
zanechali v Chile (a potazmo ve vétsin¢ latinskoamerickych zemich) pomérné znatelny otisk v

mnoha oborech.



Annotation

The diploma thesis named ,,The czech immigration to Chile after the year 1948: Three case
studies* focuses on the emigration of the citizens of former state of Czechoslovakia to various
countries of Latin America. In the case of this paper namely to Chile — a country that accepted
together with other countries of the region, specifically Argentina and Brasil, a significant number
of the emigrants from the post-war Europe. The main emphasis is placed on the czech immigration
to this latin-american country after the year 1948, which implies the period after the so called coup
d’état in Czechoslovakia which finished the division of the european continent into the ,,capitalist*
western part of Europe cooperating with the United States of America and the communist eastern
part under the supremacy of the Soviet union. There was a lot of people that had chosen to cross the
ocean and emigrate from the the middle- and eastern european countries, where the rapid and
sometimes violent changes took place. The case studies of three czech families (Platovsky, Sklenaf
and Reichmann) which came from different social, economic and religious background, prove that
whatever the ,,origin* was, the czech families did not get lost in their new countries (in this case in
Chile) thanks to their diligence and skills, and they did achieve higher social and economic status
after some years of hard work. The paper also shortly summarizes the phenommenon of czech
immigrants to Chile since the arrival of the first ,,czechs™ to the region - some parts of the czech

heritage and contribution has been quite important for the modern development of Chile.
