Prace se zabyva sepulkralni tvorbou 14. stoleti na Gzemi ¢eskych zemi, v dneSni
rozloze. Tedy Cech, Moravy a Slezska. Jedn4 se o cca 70 nahrobnik rytych i
plastickych. V3echny patfily p¥islusnikiéim vy$sich spoledenskych vrstev. Slechtictim, a
jejich manzelkam, opatiim a abaty$im dilezitych klasterd (napf. cistercidci, benediktini)
a kanovniktim. Rozdé&lujeme je tedy na profanni a sakralni, dale na plastické a ryté,
figuralni a znakové, nebo bez vyzdoby. V terminologii se pouziva pojem nahrobnik pro
desku kryjici prostor jednotlivého pohibu. Prace je zpracovana formou heuristické
metody a shromazd’uje dostupné informace o tomto tématu, dale usiluje o co nejuplné;si
seznam nahrobnikd ve 14. stoleti u nas zachovalych a podava n€kolik piikladd
jednotlivych typt.

B&7néjsi a relativné méné nakladngjsi formou je ryty nahrobnik, kterych se
zachovalo vice a pochazeji vétsinou z 1. poloviny 14. stoleti, i kdyZ datace je leckdy
nejista. To se projevuje ve srovnani s nahrobniky konce 13. stoleti, kdy jejich forma je
velmi podobna, ne-li stejna. Proto velkou dilezitost maji napisy na deskach a pisemné
prameny, a v neposledni fad¢ stylova analyza.

Anotation in English language (The tomb stones of 14" century in the territory of
czech countries)

This work deals with funeral art of 14™ century in the territory of czech countries
but in recent area: Bohemia, Moravia, Silesia. There are cca 70 graven and plastic tomb
stones in our country. All of them belong to members of higher social class. They
belong to nobility and their wifes, abbots and abbess of important Monasteries (for
example: Cistercians, Benedictines)and canons. So we classify them as profane and
religious, next as figural and tomb stones with characteristic attributes or without
decoration. The terminology uses the expression ,,tomb stone® for the desk covering
individual sepulture (graven). The bachelor work uses the heuristic method and gathers
available information about this theme. It’s aim is the most complete list of tomb stones
from the 14™ century, which can be found in our country. It offers a couple of examples
of single types of tomb stones.

Graven tomb stones are more common a relatively less expensive form. There
are more saved till these days and come from the first half of the 14™ century. But the
datation is rather unsure. This can be seen in comparison to the tomb stones of the end
of the 13 century, as their form is very similar, even the same.

There are no sciene-discovery ambitioins in this work. It just tries to work out a

traﬁsparent order in the given theme based on till these days publisched information.
